Netiquette = Cyber Citizenship

« Don't hurt others’ feelings online. When you are online, people can't tell when you're joking. If you
say or write something online, make sure you are clear if you are joking.

- Respect people’s online rights. Just like offline, don't say mean things or make threats.

- If someone insults you, don't respond. It could be that they didn't think before they said it. But
even if they meant to be insulting, don't make it worse. Just ignore it.

- Respect the privacy of others. Don't reveal secrets online or blab stuff like passwords, names, etc.
This includes your own private information.

- Be responsible online. When you are online, you're in control. Use that power
responsibly. Don't spread rumors, take things (like music, movies, efc.) that
don't belong to you, or forward spam e-mails.

- Be yourself. Don't preftend to be someone you aren't while online.
